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Welcome to LKS2

At Vernon Park, we aim to make our school a safe and friendly place where children are valued, nurtured and
encouraged to thrive. Our school values of Kindness and Empathy, Friendship and Respect, Honesty and
Responsibility, Tolerance and Fairness, Support and Inclusion, Challenge and Resilience resonate through all
areas of our curriculum and enhance our day-day experience. Years 3 and 4 are LKS2 where we focus on
consolidating all the exciting learning from Years 1 and 2 (KS1) while preparing for the challenges of Years 5
and 6 (UKS2)

Our broad and balanced curriculum is designed to promote progress in children’s skills and knowledge through
meaningful and purposeful learning experiences as we foster independence and gather skills and knowledge. Our
timetable offers English (including writing, reading, grammar, spelling and handwriting), maths and times tables
science, PSHE, history, geography, computing, art, design technology, music, RE and PE. We also begin to learn
a foreign language, French. Our curriculum provides rigour and challenge in all areas and promotes a growth
mind-set.

In LKS2, children have daily English and maths lessons, streamed by year groups to ensure challenge and
differentiation are appropriate. We work as a key stage (KS) and children are likely to be taught by all the LKS2
class teachers at some point in the year. With the exception of English and maths, we remain in our classes to
work through all the areas of learning across the week. Children have a morning play and lunchtime playground
session. Year 3 are able to swim all year round, while Year 4 will swim in the Summer term.

In LKS2, children are set online learning tasks weekly for spelling, punctation and grammar, maths and times
tables (all individual logins will be recorded in the children’s diaries). This is in addition to daily reading.

Children should come into school wearing their PE kits on PE days. Class Teachers will notify parents at the start of each
term which days PE is taught.
We ask that all items of clothing and equipment are clearly labelled with your child’s name, including coats, lunch boxes and shoes. Lost items can

then be returned easily. Lost property is stored I the safe box in the KS2 playground. Unclaimed and unnamed lost property will be disposed of at
the end of each term.



The school day runs from 8.55 until 3.15pm, Monday — Friday. In the morning,
children may be dropped off in the KS2 playground from 8.45am, where teaching
staff will greet them and the children will begin their day with ‘Wake-Up-Shake-
Up’. Unless otherwise invited, parent/carers will not be able to access the
playground before school. Children in LKS2 must be collected by a parent / carer
or known adult, dismissed from the playground at 3.15pm where parents may
meet them, playground gates will open at 3.10pm. If you require your child to
be collected by anyone else, you must inform the school office in advance.
Information about Breakfast Club and Afterschool Club is available from the
school office for those families who require wraparound care.

Children have access to drinking water throughout the day. Please send a
water bottle to school each day with your child’s name clearly labelled.
We ask that you do not put this into their book bag in case of leakages
and please only put water in the bottle. (No juice, please).

All children will need a book bag, which will come to school with them
every day. If you would like a school emblem book bag, these can be
purchased through the office. Please ensure that you child’s book bag is

Children have the opportunity to change their reading books every day as
needed and their library books once a week. Please ensure their reading
book and signed diaries are in their bags every day.

If your child has asthma, please ensure that they bring a full, in-date
inhaler and spacer (if needed) into school on their first day. These must be
Fo) kept in school, so if you require an extra inhaler and spacer, please speak
to your doctor. The inhaler must be kept in its original packaging with
your child’s name clearly displayed. We will send them home at the end
of each term for you to check how much is left, monitor use by dates and
to clean the spacer.

If your child needs to use their inhaler during the school day, staff will
record the date and time of use and you will be informed.

An adult must bring any other medication prescribed to your child to the
school office. All medicines must be kept in their original packaging and
be labelled with your child’s name.

Staff cannot administer medicine to a child unless a medical form has been
completed with the school office.




Communication with families at home.

We use Class Dojo across the school as a
classroom reward system. You can download
the Class Dojo app to share your child’s
achievements. Class teachers will provide
parent invitations in September and we will
use Class Dojo to communicate directly with
families at home.

Our online learning platforms are Seesaw and
Google Classroom. Your child will have a
unique log in and QR code to allow you to
access seesaw and login details for Google
Classroom. Class teachers will be providing
you with more information about this in
September and will be asking you to support
your child with their home learning.
